Thank you for responding to the World Society for the Protection of Animals (WSPA) Vote for the Voiceless campaign to place animal welfare on political agenda during the general election.

May I congratulate on your recent election success. 
You may remember that one of the questions you responded to focussed on the issue of whaling.  In particular, upholding the UK’s strict anti-whaling stance at this year’s International Whaling Commission meeting at the end of June, where the EU will vote as one whether to allow a return to commercial whaling.

The list of pro-whaling countries is thankfully short (Denmark, Sweden and Finland) but if the EU countries can’t agree, they won’t be able to vote, making it likely that commercial whaling will return. 
This would be an animal welfare and conservation catastrophe in the eyes of the British public, who would find themselves unwillingly funding commercial whaling due to the IWC membership fees system. 

The new Government will need to do everything in its power to ensure the UK’s anti-whaling stance translates into an anti-whaling vote from the EU. It will be a tragedy if this ban slips; too many whales are already dying every year.
Please ask Richard Benyon MP (parliamentary under-secretary for natural environment and fisheries) to make sure that the UK’s opposition to whaling isn’t stifled by EU red tape and voting bureaucracy.
