Gift Aid
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Background


Gift Aid is a scheme that increases the value of your donation to a charity by 28% at no additional cost.


Gift Aid Explained


No matter how big or small your donation Gift Aid is still appliciple.


Gift Aid is an opportunity for you to make your donations to WSPA worth even more for animal welfare.


If you 'Gift Aid' your donations WSPA can reclaim the basic tax you have already paid to the tax man on your donations.


For every £1 you give, WSPA can get the 28p tax back. It won't cost you an extra penny! For example if you donated £10.00 WSPA Gift Aid would make it a donation of £12.80


We can even reclaim the tax on donations you have already made in the last six Years.


Donations that can be Gift Aided





All donations, either ad-hoc, Direct Debit or Standing Order, given by an individual who is paying income tax, capital gains tax or tax on a private pension.





Donations given as sponsorship for an event. To ensure we can successfully claim gift aid please fill out the Gift Aid section on our sponsorship forms in its entirety.





Donations that cannot be Gift Aided





Donations that are collected from a fundraising event or where a number of people have been involved in collecting the funds for an event cannot be Gift Aided as it is difficult to trace people’s tax giving status.


Charitable Aid Foundation (CAF) donations cannot be Gift Aided as they are already tax efficient.


Donations made by supporters who are not U.K. tax payers.


Donations given by Businesses or corporate organisations.
