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Take action


Spread the word about factory farming among your family and friends. Choose only free range or organic meat, milk and eggs. These are produced in farming systems where the animals can roam freely and behave more naturally.


Write a polite letter to your national agriculture minister, local Member of Parliament or national representative calling for an end to all forms of factory farming. This method has been highly effective in the European Union (EU).

Background





Around the world approximately 4-5 billion mammals and 55 billion poultry are killed each year for food. Factory farmed animals are living dismal, inhumane and short lives.


The varying conditions present in farming pose the world’s biggest animal welfare concern.


Factory farming began in the 1920s soon after the discovery of vitamins A and D; when these vitamins are added to feed, animals no longer require exercise and sunlight for growth.


Intense factory farming is where as many animals as possible are crammed together in the smallest possible space for mass meat production.





Cruelty





Factory farmed animals are caged or crammed together in conditions that allow no display of natural behaviour and in some cases no daylight.


The animals are forced to grow super-fast; pushed to their physical limits in the quest for more cheap meat, milk or eggs.


At the end of their brief lives, lots of animals are transported over great distances in terrible conditions, only to be slaughtered at the journey’s end.


A global call to action


Such a huge global problem requires a global solution. In countries all over the world, WSPA is working with other animal welfare organisations to help put an end to the suffering.


WSPA’s work 


WSPA is helping to raise awareness and introduce legislation that will protect farm animals and provide better conditions for a more dignified life.


WSPA is enabling and supporting member society campaigns in India, Japan, Israel, South Korea, Indonesia, the Philippines, Taiwan and Argentina on farm animal welfare issues.


This unique approach has already seen the banning of Foie Gras production in Israel, as well as legislation to protect veal calves.


WSPA has formed a unique partnership with the Food Animal Initiative in Oxford called WSPA FAI International. The aim of this partnership is to provide humane alternatives to factory style farming and demonstrate to consumers, governments and farmers alike that profit from farming need not result in suffering for animals.


The World Trade Organisation (WTO) was formed in 1995 with the aim of making international trade a smoother process.  However, since then it has resulted in a succession of obstacles for those trying to advance animal welfare. WSPA is working with fellow animal welfare organisations to defend animal welfare advances in Europe and promote and support the production of high animal welfare produce in developing countries


WSPA is also working with governments to introduce humane slaughter practices in commercial slaughterhouses in Brazil and China.
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
